Dual Credit Student & Parent Agreement

A partnership with your high school and Madison College allows you to take a college class at your high school; this partnership allows you exposure to college courses, materials, and subject matter while taking the course in your high school. This course will be challenging, your teachers/counselors believe you can be successful.  If, after reading and signing this contract you want to pursue the dual credit, you will receive detailed information. We ask all students and parents/guardians to review and sign, no matter the student’s age.
Taking a dual redit course allows you to:

· Be better prepared for college level courses and studies.

· Receive Madison College credits (upon completing this class with a C or better) 

· Waive tuition for this class.

· Earn high school credit (in addition to the Madison College credits) toward graduation.

Student responsibilities include:

· Taking responsibility for your learning and taking appropriate measures to succeed in class.

· Registering for the dual credit class through the Madison College website.

· Being prepared for class. 

· Completing all class assignments by the due dates. 

· Asking for help any time you are confused or need extra help. It’s up to you to read and understand the assigned material.

· Following Madison College standards for college students. This includes withdrawing or dropping the class, if necessary. Note that withdrawing from a class may affect future financial aid eligibility. In addition, the withdrawal will show on your permanent and official Madison College transcript. 
Parent/guardian understandings include:

· My student is participating in a college level course.

· There is no financial obligation on my part for this class.

· Madison College cannot release information to me based under the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) of 1974. “Institutions may not disclose information from student education records without a student’s written consent. Access to information should be limited to individuals who are ‘school officials’ with a ‘legitimate educational interest.”

· I realize my child has access to college resources such as counseling. As the legal guardian of a minor student, I am giving consent for my student to be able to access personal counseling services as a Madison College student, if requested or referred by college staff. 

REQUEST FOR RELEASE OF ACADEMIC RECORDS INFORMATION

· I authorize Madison College and my high school to share information regarding my high school records. Madison College is not permitted to disclose information about classes, attendance, and grades. This release is valid for two years from the date signed. A copy of this release is valid as the original.

· I agree to take the Madison College placement assessment to assist in the determination of placement for classes if requested by my high school.


· I understand I must adhere to all Madison College policies and procedures as outlined in the Madison College catalog.
